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If the member fails to pay bills as rendered under the budget payment plan, the 
Cooperative reserves the right to revoke the plan, restore the member to regular billing 
and require immediate payment of any deficiency. 

Failure to receive a bill in no way exempts the member from the provisions of 
these TERMS AND CONDITIONS. 

When the Cooperative is unable to read a meter after reasonable effort, the 
member will be billed at the average of the three immediately preceding monthly bills 
and the billing adjusted when the meter is read. 

Fuel clause adjustments(+ or-) are in addition to the minimum. 
Member's bill will be due within 10 days from date of bill. 
Late payment penalties apply as to other bills. 

SCOPE 

This Schedule of Rules and Regulations is a part of all contracts for receiving 
electric service from the Cooperative and applies to all service received from the 
Cooperative, whether the service is based upon a contract, agreement, signed 
application, or otherwise. 

REVISIONS 

The Rules and Regulations may be revised, amended, supplemented, or 
otherwise changed from time to time, subject to the approval of the Kentucky Public 
Service Commission. Such changes, when effective, shall have the same force as the 
present Rules and Regulations. The membership shall be informed of any changes as 
soon as possible after made through our monthly newsletter. 

ENERGY CURTAILMENT PLAN 

In the event of a foreseeable or present electrical energy or capacity deficiency, 
the following steps shall be followed, superceding all contractual commitments with 
MCRECC end users, to the extent not prohibited by order of the regulatory authorities 
having jurisdiction. 

PUBLIC SERVICE COMMISSION 
I. The following steps are to be implemented directly after determining energy OF KENTUCKY 

or demand curtailment is necessary: EfFECTIVE 
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refund period from the comp 1 et ion of the extension, no refund will be 
required to be made. 

DISTRIBUTION LINE EXTENSIONS TO MOBILE HOMES 

All extensions of up to 150 feet from the nearest facility shall be 
made without charge. Extensions greater than 150 feet from the nearest 

T facility and up to 300 feet shall be made provided the member shall pay the 
T Cooperative a 11 member advance for constructi on 11 of fifty dollars 

($50.00} in addition to any other charges required by the Cooperative for 
T all members. This advance shall be refunded at the end of one (1} year 

if the service to the mobile home continues for that length of time. For 
extensions greater than 300 feet and less than 1,000 feet from the nearest 
facility, the Cooperative may charge an advance equal to the reasonable 
costs incurred by it for that portion of the service beyond 300 feet plus 
fifty dollars ($50 . 00} . Beyond 1, 000 feet, the extension policies set 

T forth in 11 Distribution Line Extensions 11 above apply. 

T This advance shall be refunded to the member over a four ( 4) year 
period in equal amounts for each year the service is continued . If the 
service is discontinued for a period of sixty (60) days, or should the 
mobile home be removed and another not take its p 1 ace within sixty ( 60) 
days, or be replaced by a permanent structure, the remainder of the advance 

T shall be forfeited . No refunds shall be made to any member who did not 
make the advance originally. 
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UNDERGROUND SERVICE EXTENSIONS 

Underground service extension ru l es and regulations are filed with the 
appropriate rate schedule in the Cooperative•s rate tariff filings . 

BUDGET BILLING 

The Cooperative has a budget payment plan available for its 
residential members whereby a member may elect to pay a monthly amount for 
the budget year in lieu of monthly billings for actual usage . The m~MsoN 
budget payment will be determined by the Cooperative bapQB\,lC SiiB~~E T 
circumstances, on a minimum of one-twelfth of the estimated a~u~TY e, 
subject to review and adjustment during the budget year .
